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Introduction to Clinical Medicine is a basic course for medical school
students. The contents of the course includes: (1)the history and the
present status of medicine; (2) the role of patients and doctors and how
to become a proficient doctor; (3) knowledge about diagnosis, therapy and
prognosis; (4) scientific clinic thinking; (5) health law and et al. The
volume on the Introduction to Clinical Medicine is the gateway through
which a student passes in that initial introduction to medicine. After
the study of this course, the students are expected to enter to bedside
as early as possible and pave a solid base for future medicine courses.
The course of Introduction to Clinical Medicine is comprised of two parts:
34 class hours for basic theories study, 6 class hours for autonomous
learning and 8 class hours for clinical probation.
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
